The bear family is off to the seashore for a family adventure.  As the family settles in their cottage by the sea, Papa Bear finds a treasure map to Pirates Cove.  What will Papa Bear, Brother Bear, and Sister Bear find as they set off to follow the map to find the buried treasure?

Look Fors 
· Perspective – Does the response demonstrate the student’s ability to see an object from various angles and perspectives?

· Elaboration – Does the response include extensive detail in words or in graphics?  Does the student include lines to indicate movement, texture, or patterns? 

· Humor – Does the student include humorous effects in the illustration?  Is figurative language used in verbal responses?

· Organization – Has the student arranged the information in the response in a different, yet appropriate manner?

· Content – 

· Advanced language – Does the student use descriptive language and advanced vocabulary?

· Materials – Has the student used the provided materials in a resourceful and unexpected way?  Is the response 3-dimensional when others are 2-dimensional?

Procedure 

1. Begin by asking the students to interpret the following quote:  “All that glitters is not gold.”  

What does this mean?

What else glitters?

What things “glitter” (or may be valuable) but may not be touchable?  (friendship, health, etc.)

What things are valuable to you? 

What kinds of things do you collect?  

2. Explain that the book, The Berenstain Bears’ Seashore Treasure, involves looking for a treasure.

3. Read aloud the book.  When you reach the part where Papa Bear finds the treasure map, show a treasure map of your own (printable one from FamilyFun.com is appropriate for primary students).  

What do you see on this treasure map?

What does the dotted line represent?

Why is there a big X?

What names might be given to each place on the map?

What other symbols have you seen on maps?  (symbols for mountains, trees, campgrounds, rivers, roads, etc.)

4. Finish reading the book, pausing for teachable moments (i.e., the habitats of clams, oysters, scallops).

5. Introduce the Seashore Treasure activity sheet.  The students are each given one Hershey’s( Kiss.  Each student removes the “silver” wrapper and uses it to create a silver treasure, which will become part of a larger picture.  The students may cut the “silver” or fold it.  It is very fragile, so caution the students to work carefully.  The silver must be incorporated into the illustration on the activity sheet.  

Extension

1.  Draw your Pirates Cove treasure map on the back of this paper.  Mark the

     treasure’s location with an X.
