	Shared Book Experience (SBE)
	Students are seated in front of a big book. After a focused introduction and a first read by the teacher, students chime in on a second reading.

	Echo Reading
	The teacher reads aloud a segment of text while students flow along. Then, in unison, students reread the same segment.

	Choral Reading
	Students read a text in unison. 

	Read-Aloud
	Teacher selects and practices a book to read aloud with specific emphases in mind. 

	Partner Reading
	In some manner, students are paired and they read a text together. 

	Readers’ Theater
	Students read their part of a script and once the group feels prepared, present the play to the class by reading their script.

	Cross-Age Reading
	Students of different ages are paired for reading. They then read the same text.

	Poetry Club
	After hearing the teacher read some poetry and explain why a given poem was selected for read aloud, students select their own poems and after practicing, read them aloud to an interested audience.

	Read Around
	Students gather around a table with sharing in mind. In turn, they state the title of their book, provide a brief overview, and read a selected portion aloud to the group.

	Reading While Listening
	Students read silently while listening to a proficient reader read the text aloud. There are many variations to this procedure as noted in the appendix.
